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     I am the vine, ye are the branches: he that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth 

much fruit. (John15:5)  It is exciting to see how God uses us to produce fruit in the lives of others 

and also humbling to realize how vital it is that we stay connected to the Vine - for without Him 

we are nothing.  This was the theme verse for the 2nd annual ladies retreat this September.  

Ladies from our Sumpango and Quetzal churches, as well as sisters in Christ from all over 

Guatemala traveled to Sololá and enjoyed a weekend of fellowship, fun, and most importantly, 

spiritual renewal.  Mindy assisted fellow missionary Claire Boggs by teaching one of the main 

sessions, leading singing, and preparing a craft.  In the Sunday service following the retreat, all 

were blessed as we listened to the testimonies of the ladies who had gone as they shared what 

they had learned and how their lives had changed as a result. 
 

     We recently were able to see "much fruit" as a result of hosting a medical team from 

CrossRoads Fellowship in Odessa, TX.  A team of doctors, 

nurses, translators and helpers worked in our 3 different 

locations - meeting the physical needs of the people and sharing 

with them their greatest need - a personal relationship with 

Jesus Christ.  We saw 444 patients in 4 straight days, and it was 

awesome to see our own church people helping out as needed 

and sharing the gospel with those who came. Praise the Lord - 

18 souls accepted Christ as their Savior as a result of the clinics! 
 

     Another opportunity to see God working in hearts was at a youth rally in the Sumpango 

church.  Over 150 young people were in attendance along with 2 visiting churches from the US, 

one from Pueblo, Colorado, and the other from Camden, Arkansas.  After games, music, a skit, 

and powerful preaching, we had a full altar of teens during decision time.  Over 30 made 

commitments to serve the Lord!  God is good! 
 

     Our newest church plant in Ciudad Quetzal continues to grow, with a recent Sunday of 149 in 

attendance.  We have seen the need to train more Sunday School teachers and children's workers.   

Eight new teachers are finishing the six-week teacher training course and will now be teaching 

and helping out in the newly divided children's classes.  It is important for us, as missionaries, to 

transfer some of these leadership responsibilities over to the nationals, and it is encouraging to 

see our church people ready growing and ready to take this step. 
 

     As a family, we want to say a heartfelt thank you for your prayers and financial support. In the 

words of the Apostle Paul, we "desire fruit that may abound to your account." You are an 

important part of our ministry here.
